What Have We Been Doing in Preschool?

Have you asked your child in the past few weeks what they have done at preschool? I hope they have
been able to give you some insight as to what we have been doing, besides “playing.” (I've heard that
answer a few times as children are walking away.) And it’s true, we definitely play at preschool but
there are lots of other things we are doing too!

We started our preschool year getting to know each other’s names through songs and games. We
talked about how important our families and friends are to us and how God gave each of us parents,
grandparents, baby-sitters and teachers to take care of us. We have a very well developed Family
Tree in our centers room which I invited you to come take a look at before or after school with your
child. We have also made class books, God Made Me Special and Whose Hands Are These?

The past two weeks we learned about apples and how apples start from tiny seeds, which grow into
trees, which then produce apples. We painted apple trees using our arms and hand and these are on
the bulletin board in the main church hallway. We also tasted green, yellow and red apples.

So far we have learned and talked about the following Biblical Characters: God, Adam, Eve, Abraham,
Jacob, Rachel, and Joseph. We will continue to learn about them, and many other people in the bible.

You may hear your child talking about a bible verse we learn each week and you can find that bible
verse at the bottom of the Voyages Parent Newsletter under Bible Words. This is not something I
expect the children to memorize and recite back to me, but rather something we practice several times
each day and say together. Sometimes there are words in the verse which are unfamiliar to the
children, so first I introduce those words and then teach the verse. If you choose to help your child
practice the verse at home, that would be great.
