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Our giving through the month of March is 17.8% ahead of last year at this time and our ex-
penses are 4.5% less.  This still gives us a minus $19,197.25 through the end of March. 

The month of April with Easter services should give us a boost in giving as well as our “Come 
Rejoice With Me” commitments.  Some expense concerns in the near future include Con-
struction and Repair, additional staff and failure to follow through with “Come Rejoice With 
Me” commitments. 

Total income of $208,415.66, minus expenses of $227,612.91, leave us a negative $14,832.96 
year to date.
